HLF-4 – PURPOSE 

1 MACROBUTTON NUMBERING .

The Fourth High Level Forum on Aid Effectiveness (HLF-4) will be a milestone for international development, reflecting the collective effort by donors, developing countries and all development stakeholders to implement the international framework to improve the quality of aid:  the Paris Declaration (2005) and the Accra Agenda for Action (AAA). The HLF-4 will be held at the Bexco Convention Centre in Busan, Korea and will have the following purposes:  

· Draw conclusions on whether the commitments and targets set for 2010 of the Paris Declaration (2005) and the Accra Agenda for Action (2008) have been achieved or not, and why; 
· Draw on evidence to identify characteristics of high quality aid to be reaffirmed and taken forward towards implementation by 2015 and beyond; 

· Frame actions around “aid quality in the broader context of development effectiveness” to situate the role and impact of aid in the broader development contexts, challenges and partnerships.
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It is expected that the HLF-4 will produce an outcome document. The “Busan Outcome Document” (working title) is expected to be short and political, with a possible technical annex on implementation-related aspects. The content and negotiation process of the document will be elaborated in due course. 
2.
HLF-4 – STRUCTURE 
3 MACROBUTTON NUMBERING .

The HLF-4 will be a political event involving up to 2000 participants. It will be a multi-stakeholder event, drawing on participants from over 150 countries, including ministers, heads of bilateral and multilateral institutions, developing country governments, partners in south-south cooperation, civil society institutions, parliamentarians, local governments, foundations, the private sector and academia.
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The event structure will reflect HLF-4’s main purpose:  

· Day 1 will focus on “Progress since Paris”, reviewing evidence and lessons learned from countries in implementing the Paris / Accra commitments with the objective of identifying good practice, and areas that require further action and reaffirmation. 

· Day 2 will focus on “aid quality in the broader context of development effectiveness”, reviewing aid and aid effectiveness principles’ impact and role in the broader development agenda, including the changing development environment and diverse actors and partnerships. 
· Both Days 1 and 2 will each start with a short plenary to set the scene for the day, followed by a selected number of parallel Thematic Interactive Sessions that will discuss in-depth evidence and lessons, with the objective of proposing short, focused recommendations to inform the Political Debates. The high-level Political Debates will review recommendations arising from the Interactive Sessions to inform the Busan Outcome Document. 
· Day 3 will review and consolidate the conclusions from the Political Debates, leading to the finalisation and endorsement of the Busan Outcome Document.

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The HLF-4 event structure will have five main components: 
a. Plenary: Short sessions to mark the opening and closing of the event. Key note speakers to set the scene for the day’s discussions. 
b. Thematic Events: Parallel events during Days 1 and 2 to showcase knowledge, ideas and initiatives, or to present outcomes of agreements reached in pre-HLF-4 negotiations.  

c. Interactive Sessions: In-depth discussions based on evidence on issues that require further action to implement outstanding commitments. The sessions should propose short, focused recommendations for decision to inform the Political Debates. 
d. Political Debates: High-level (including ministerial) discussions which will review recommendations arising from the Interactive Sessions and take decisions to inform specific sections of the Busan Outcome Document. 
e. On-site negotiation of the Busan Outcome Document: The format and link with the Political Debates will be defined in due course. 

3. 
HLF-4 – SUBSTANTIVE THEMES
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The WP-EFF and ExCom have already started to identify the potential themes for Busan. The ExCom in October 2010 proposed that themes should address the key questions of: what worked (evidence), what did not work (why), and what is next (the “how-to”)?  Proposals for themes shall be further fleshed out, refined and complemented throughout the first half of 2011 as evidence becomes available and the preparation process advances. At this stage, it is too early to pre-empt whether a proposed theme will be presented as a thematic event or an interactive session. This will be decided by the WP-EFF much closer to the HLF-4 itself, depending on the evidence and on how the negotiation process takes shape. 
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All interested stakeholders are welcome to propose themes. WP-EFF clusters, work-streams and other relevant bodies within or outside the WP-EFF that have been tasked to facilitate implementation of specific Paris / Accra commitments are particularly encouraged to propose themes. In submitting proposals for potential themes, all are requested to respond to the following points:

· The specific question to be addressed (beyond just the general theme)
· Rationale to have this particular discussion in Busan (bulk of text should be here)
· Examples of inputs 
· Required decisions on this topic in the Busan Outcome Document (if any)

· Organiser (s) and possible contributors
· Proposals should be no longer than one page. 
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Timeline: proposals should be submitted to the OECD Secretariat (claire.condon@oecd.org) no later than 28 January 2011. The Secretariat will mould these proposals into a preliminary draft menu of options for discussion at the March 2011 ExCom. Participants will have the opportunity to further amend and update the draft as necessary until June 2011 when the menu of options will be replaced by a first draft outcome document for discussion at the July WP-EFF plenary. 
4. 
EVIDENCE AND INPUTS FOR HLF-4 – MAIN REPORTS  
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Discussions and decisions at HLF-4 will be based on evidence. Accessible evidence of progress and messages on the challenges in implementing the Paris / Accra commitments and future priorities will be consolidated into the three main official HLF-4 documents, targeting a political audience and the wider public, as well as a more technical audience. Final drafts of the official documents are expected to be available for presentation to the ExCom and WP-EFF by July 2011. The three documents are:  

· “Progress Since Paris” – This report will capture results from the 2011 Survey on Monitoring the Paris Declaration (carried out in 82 developing countries), conducted jointly with the survey on Fragile States principles (14 countries/territories).The survey findings will be complemented through drawing on prioritised qualitative and quantitative evidence from clusters and work-streams, as well as from external sources including from the DAC subsidiary networks. The Report will be coordinated by the DAC Secretariat. WP-EFF clusters, work-streams, DAC networks and external partners are invited to submit evidence to the DAC Secretariat by 31 March 2011 in accordance with the criteria and guidelines contained in Annex 1.
· Phase II of the Evaluation of the Paris Declaration – this report will capture evidence on the outcomes and impact of increased aid effectiveness. In respect of its independent nature, the evaluation report will have its own validation process through the International Reference Group.
· Key Findings and Recommendations – a single, brief volume which highlights key issues identified through the bodies of evidence, targeted at a political audience and the wider public. The “Key Findings and Recommendation” Report will be drafted by the DAC Secretariat by July 2011. 
5
PREPARATION PROCESS AND MILESTONES
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The WP-EFF will lead the consultation process for HLF-4, assuring a global reach and respecting the multi-stakeholder nature of the process. Constituencies are encouraged to coordinate their own processes in tandem with the milestones for preparing HLF-4 and negotiating its outcomes. 

The Working Party on Aid Effectiveness 
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The Working Party on Aid Effectiveness, which includes developing, middle income and donor countries, multilateral organisations and civil institutions will be the principal forum for the HLF-4 preparations. Two plenary meetings are planned in 2011 marking the main milestones. The dates are:
· 6-7 July 2011, Paris 
· 5-6 October 2011, Paris 
The Executive Committee (ExCom) will meet at regular intervals over the course of 2011, including: 

· 9-10/11 March 2011, Paris 
· 8 July 2011, Paris 
· 7 October 2011, Paris 
A core group on logistics is chaired by Korea and meet as required (Annex 3 on logistical information.)
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All WP-EFF cluster and work-stream leaders are implementing their work plans with a view to providing inputs for HLF-4 by informing evidence of progress and identifying areas for further efforts. Various other work-streams – including DAC subsidiary bodies and other formal or informal working groups and platforms – are also contributing towards this objective.  

Regional Consultations 
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Regional 2011 Monitoring Survey Launch Workshops were completed in all five regions in 2010 in Cape-Verde, Tunisia, Guatemala, Cambodia and Jordan. Other regional-level consultations have taken place in South Africa, Tunisia, Barbados and Guatemala, or are being planned at the regional, sub-regional and thematic groupings in 2011.   
Consultations for Developing Countries 
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The WP-EFF’s “focus countries” have the objective of increasing the consistency between headquarter and field implementation of aid effectiveness commitments. They provide evidence on implementation from a number of countries, including, to date, Ghana, Malawi, Rwanda, Mali and Ecuador. 
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The Partner Country Caucus which meets under the aegis of the WP-EFF has the role of identifying and prioritising issues for decision at Busan. Groupings of countries, such as the g7+ fragile states groups as well as partners in south-south cooperation, are pursing stakeholder-specific consultative processes. To ensure inclusiveness and transparency of the process, an on-line and public developing country consultation tool is available until December 2010 (www.surveymonkey.net/s/hlf4topics).
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Several WP-EFF members support the establishment of a “Partner Country Contact Group” to bring together high-level developing country representatives. Its proposed role is to provide advice on the content of the HLF-4, and potentially comparable to the role played by the DAC among donor countries.  

Linkages with Political Processes

Securing high-level political engagement of donors and other stakeholders will be key. Consultations for Busan will thus take advantage of opportunities to raise political momentum through various international processes, including those led by the OECD/DAC and its subsidiary networks, and other political or stakeholder groupings (Multilateral Development Banks, UN agencies, G8/G20, Global Programmes etc).  
Civil Society Consultations 
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The CSO Open Forum General Assembly met from 28-30 September 2010 in Istanbul, Turkey, concluding the regional and in-country consultation process and agreeing on Eight “Istanbul Principles for CSO development effectiveness”. The “draft holistic framework for CSO development effectiveness”, which emerged from this process will be finalized at the Second Global Assembly in 2011. Better Aid will continue to represent the CSOs at the WP-EFF and ExCom, and to facilitate multi-stakeholder national and regional consultations on aid effectiveness towards HLF-4. 

Parliamentarian and Local Authorities Consultations

Recognising the important role of Parliaments, AWEPA and IPU, as WP-EF participants, will decide and inform of the process of consultations for parliamentarians.  A dedicated global event on the role of parliamentarians in improving the use and impact of international aid could be organised by and for interested parliamentarians in mid 2011. 
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As important development actors and managers of a part of ODA, local authorities are represented in the WP-EFF and are welcome to propose inputs for HLF-4.
Negotiation Process for the Busan Outcome Document

The “Busan Outcome Document” (working title) is expected to be short and political, and to be endorsed by participants with a possible technical annex on implementation-related aspects. Drafting of the Busan Outcome Document and subsequent negotiations will only start when the main bodies of evidence are available in July 2011 through the drafts of the official HLF-4 reports
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The ExCom will lead the preparation of the document for negotiation at the Working Party plenary. No additional negotiation forums will be established. The details of the process and content of the document will be deliberated throughout 2011 around the tentative milestones (as below).

Communication Issues
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Communicating about HLF-4, as well as illustrating the importance of aid effectiveness will be a priority for HLF-4. A revised HLF-4 communication strategy will be presented by end January 2011. A dedicated HLF-4 website will provide information on announcements and logistical issues is forthcoming.  
6. 
BUDGET (see Annex 2 for detailed overview)
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Every effort will be made to assure cost effectiveness of the preparation and staging of HLF-4. The estimated costs of HLF-4, which will depend on the number of participants, will comprise the following elements: 
· Organisation and staging of the event, covered by the Government of Korea (approximately USD 2 million). 

· Funding for developing country (including southern civil society, parliamentarians and / or local authorities) travels: Priority will be given to participants from Low Income Countries. Approximately 1.6 million Euros to be financed by WP-EFF member contributions. A specific Trust Fund will be set up by the Asian Development Bank. 
· Funding for the communication strategy:  financing to be reviewed after initial estimation of 450 K Euros. This will be financed by WP-EFF contributions through another trust fund. 
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In addition to these costs, there is a need to replenish the existing UNDP fund (363 K Euros required) in order to allow WP-EFF members from LICs to participate in the WP-EFF in 2011.
Annex 1: Gathering Evidence to inform HLF-4
The discussions and decisions at HLF-4 will be informed by quantitative and qualitative “evidence” of progress and challenges in implementing specific commitments of the Paris Declaration and the Accra Agenda for Action. This annex provides guidance on the criteria and process of submitting “evidence” to inform HLF-4 preparations. 

1.
Why we need evidence: Evidence is needed for several purposes:

· Documenting progress on PD/AAA commitments to inform the HLF-4 Report on “Progress since Paris” and the HLF-4 Document presenting “Key Findings and Recommendations” on PD/AAA implementation.
· Informing key themes/political messages and concrete commitments for political debates and  the HLF-4 outcome document 

· Showcasing knowledge and good practice for thematic interactive sessions at HLF-4 
2.
What kind of evidence are we looking for?
The “Progress since Paris” Report and the “Phase II of the Evaluation of the Paris Declaration” will constitute the main bodies of evidence to document progress and draw conclusions on the Paris and Accra commitments. For the “Progress since Paris” report, additional quantitative and qualitative evidence to account for Paris / Accra commitments will be required to complement the results of the 2011 Monitoring Survey. 

Evidence should document:

· Achievements and actions fulfilled / behaviour change addressing specific areas of the Paris / Accra commitments  (rather than describing process) 

· Progress and challenges in specific sectors and through specific lenses (country situation, gender, environment, etc.) 
· Innovative and good practices and approaches (particularly developing country initiatives)

· Benefits of changing behavior and costs of not changing behavior

· Present issues representing collective views / concerns and multi-stakeholder perspectives on actual experience at country level
· “New” issues (e.g. aid from non-OECD/DAC donors; role of private sector; climate change financing, etc.)
3.
What constitutes credible evidence 

Clusters and work-streams from the WP-EFF and other DAC bodies play an important role in promoting the implementation and monitoring of PD/AAA commitments falling within their substantive areas of focus. Evidence generated through other processes as well as independent research institutes and think tanks are also welcome.

Drawing on the DAC Quality Standards for Development Evaluation, credible evidence will include evaluations, studies and analytical work which:

· Have a clearly established quality control process, which is preferably carried out through an internal and/or external mechanism (e.g. peer review, advisory panel or reference group) conducted in line with the DAC quality standards.
· Describe and explain the methodology and its application, acknowledging any constraints encountered and how it might affect the findings, and detailing the techniques used for data collection and analysis. 

· Describe the sources of information in sufficient detail so that the adequacy of the information can be assessed, including in particular the possible limitations regarding the representativeness of the samples. 

· Present the findings, conclusions and recommendations which are grounded on adequate data and analysis. 

4.
How to Submit Evidence for HLF 4 

WP-EFF clusters, workstreams, DAC networks and external partners are welcome to submit evidence of progress and challenges in implementing specific Paris / Accra commitments. Evidence to inform forward-looking issues and shape the future agenda are also welcome.
Submitting evidence for the “Progress since Paris” Report 
Guidance on submissions: 

· Submission of evidence should have a maximum one-page cover note that contains the following information: 1) main findings; 2) reference to qualitative or quantitative data supporting the findings; and 3) short description of the methodology used. 

· Submissions should be made to the OECD Secretariat through relevant contact persons for various workstreams. 

· Submissions do not need to be based on completed reports and processes. They should however provide the main content of the findings and appropriate references / methodological notes, which could be published as stand-alone publications at a later stage. 

Submitting evidence for other purposes 
Evidence collected for the “Progress since Paris” Report will also inform the preparation of the Busan Outcome Document. Evidence, including on forward looking issues, is also needed for showcasing and informing discussions / decisions at events in Busan.   Interested parties should refer to the above guidance when preparing evidence for these purposes, and also take note of guidance for submitting themes for Busan (Section 3). 
Deadlines: 

Deadline for submitting evidence for the “Progress since Paris” report is 31 March 2011. Submissions of evidence, including on forward-looking issues will be accepted between July and October 2011. However, early submission is strongly encouraged to optimise the use of the findings to inform the “Progress since Paris” Report, the HLF 4 Outcome Document and events at Busan.

( The first phase of build-up on Facebook could be targeted to the DAC donor countries where there are the biggest markets in terms of Facebook users. The initial audience building investment would be planned to drive connections and engagement, with the weighting in countries that would provide the most traction and “Likes”. This initial campaign would have more impact if it was run over a two week period. A second phase could focus more on building the base of Likes from partner countries.
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		The HLF-4 Roadmap has been revised in light of the outcomes of the WP-EFF Plenary [DCD/DAC/EFF/M(2010)1/PROV] and the Executive Committee Meeting in October 2010. 


Revisions are found in three main areas:  


• Revised “HLF-4 Structure” (Section 2) to reflect members’ support to strengthen linkages between the discussion at the event and the Busan Outcome Document. The structure also responds to members’ view on the two-fold objective of HLF-4 : 1) to draw conclusions from the PD/AAA process (stocktaking, results); and 2) to maintain focus on aid while situating it in the broader development context (forward looking);  


• Guidance and procedure to submit themes for Busan (Section 3); and 


• Guidance and procedure to submit “evidence” for Busan (Annex 1). 
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
